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Specification for CD label 

 

Design guidance for  getting what you intend in an acceptable file type.  
 
Due to the nature of our label printer it is best for us to re-create your labels form the text and graphics 
you want to appear. If you have created the complete label design using a DTP or graphics package 
please send us a PDF as a guide to work from. 
 
In all cases please tell us the text and any logos you want to appear on your label and a clear indication 
of how you want these elements to be arranged. 
 

1. Use standard Windows fonts no smaller than 8 points; 
2. If you are not sending us a complete design please send text as a Word document in electronic 

form so we can cut and paste your text. This will greatly reduce the possibility of errors; 
3. Text in special fonts, logos and other graphical elements should be saved as bitmap or TIFF 

images at 300 dpi and 1 bit bit-depth with Palette Optimised, and no Compression or Dither. 
In the case of special fonts we recommend that this is limited to large font sizes and just a few 
words. Please ensure that the original image is black and white not colour or greyscale. If you 
have the option turn off anti-aliasing – this will give sharper edges; 

4. If you do want to include half tone images please call us to discuss how this can best be done; 
5. If you cannot send special fonts, logos and other graphical elements in electronic form please 

send clean, sharp hard copy at least the size you want them to appear on the label, and 
preferably twice that size or more. 

 
In either case please: 

 
6. Limit the area of the label design to a maximum outer diameter of 110 mm and a minimum 

inner diameter of 45 mm; 
7. Labels are printed monochrome, black on silver; 
8. Remember the label should include a CD-Audio or CD-Rom logo as appropriate. We do hold 

these logos on file; 
9. We will have to identify your recording with a catalogue number. So please include this in the 

design. It should be as simple as possible and unique. 
 
Complete designs or their separate elements can be sent to us as e-mail attachments or on CD-R or 
Floppy Disc(s) or as hard copy.
